Be Among Those Who Are Chosen
“Jesus spoke to them again in parables, saying: “The kingdom of heaven is like a king who prepared a wedding banquet for his son.
He sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell them to come, but they refused to come.  Then he sent some more servants and said, “Tell those who have been invited that I have prepared my dinner: My oxen and fattened cattle have been butchered, and everything is ready.  Come to the wedding banquet.  But they paid no attention and went—off one to his field, another to his business.  The rest seized his servants, mistreated them and killed them.  The king was enraged.  He sent his army and destroyed those murderers  and burned their  city.”
Then  he  said  to  his  servants, “The wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not deserve to come.  Go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone you find.   “So the servants went out to the streets and gathered all the people they could find, both good and bad, and the wedding hall was filled with guests.”  But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a  man there who was not wearing  wedding clothes.
‘Friend,  he  asked,  how did  you  get  in  here without wedding clothes?’ The man was speechless.  Then the king told the attendant, tie him hand and foot, and throw him outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.  For many are invited, but few are chosen.” (Matthew 22:1-14)
When God created the first man, Adam, and his wife Eve, He put them in  the Garden that He planted east of Eden and requested them to work on it and care for it.  And the Lord God instructed them the following:  “You are free to eat from any tree in the garden; but you must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of   good   and   evil,   for   when   you   eat   of   it   you   will   surely   die.” (Genesis 2:16-17)  But they did not follow God’s commands; therefore they were fallen away from God’s grace.  We can say that Adam and Eve were the first who called by God but they fail to continue to walk with God and remain in His word and His commands; they were created, called and invited by God, but they fail to keep their position.

We know that Adam and Eve brought sin into the world and into the  life  of mankind.   Even with such outcome the Lord God did not  abandoned what He created.   He made a way for the man to come back  to Him; He sent His Son Jesus  Christ  to  save  the  world  from  sins  and  death.
Jesus  died  for  the forgiveness of our sins on the cross; He was buried but rose from the dead on the third day to give eternal life to those who believe in Him.   Jesus Christ after His resurrection from the dead He ascended to heaven  and sat down at the right hand of God the Father, but He will come again to gather us we who belong to Him and we will be with Him forever.


Now from the time of Jesus till this moment God is sending His servants to invite people to believe in His Son and to follow His steps in their lives and to be part of His kingdom.  But what we found in this parable, that those whom God called and invited they neither paid any attention to God’s call and they went off every one busy with his own  life; one to his field of interest and ambition, and another went to his  own business and work.   Still we found others  they  ill-treated God’s  servants,  they  seized them  and  killed  them. Therefore God sent His  wrath on them as we can read from the parable. Then he said to his servants, “The wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not deserve to come.  Go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone you find.”  (Matthew 22:8-9)  And this is what God will do when some people they don’t respond to Him; He will not stop but will go to others and He will invite them to serve Him.  And this is what the parable tells us.  “So the servants went out to the streets and gathered all the people they could find, both good and bad, and the wedding hall was filled with guests.” (Matthew 22:10) So by this God would reach new people and invite them into His kingdom.

Still God is not in desperate situation, even those who would respond to His invitation they still need to be obedience and good followers to His word.  They need to wear a special dress, the robe of righteousness, washed by the blood of Jesus and sanctified and cleansed by the word of God and the Holy Spirit. If you had believed in the Lord Jesus  Christ don’t think that you are fine because others did not accept the invitation but you did.  You need to be in a special dress and cloth yourselves with Jesus’ Characters as God’s words in the Bible  admonish  us. “Therefore, As God’s chosen people, holy and dearly  loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness,  humility, gentleness and patience.” (Colossians 3:12)
Those who are not prepared for the wedding banquet when Jesus would come they will find themselves thrown outside into the darkness, the  eternal fire. God’s call is non-compromising; those who are invited  must persevere in preparing themselves carefully.

My dear and beloved:  As you have read this message we want to assure you that God is inviting you to enter His kingdom and to be ready when Jesus comes.  But it is in your hand to respond to God’s call and to persevere on following His word and to be among those who are chosen as you agree to pray.

My prayer:  Father God I come before you in the name of Jesus who died on the cross for my sins and rose from the dead to give me eternal life.  Lord I commit my life into your hand; Lord transforms me and clothes me with the characters of Jesus, I am surrendering everything to you, preserve me Lord to be among those who are chosen.  Thank you Lord, this is my prayer in Jesus name, Amen.
