Be Aware of Anger
“19My dear brothers, take note of this: Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry, 20for man's anger does not bring about the righteous life that God desires. 21Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save you. 22Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. 23Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it says is like a man who looks at his face in a mirror 24and, after looking at himself, goes away and immediately forgets what he looks like. 25But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it—he will be blessed in what he does.
26If anyone considers himself religious and yet does not keep a tight rein on his tongue, he deceives himself and his religion is worthless. 27Religion that God  our Fatheraccepts as pure and faultless is this: to look after orphans and widows in their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by the world.” (James 1:19-27)
The Apostle James speaking to the church and addressing the issue of anger in the life of the people of God; He is speaking and telling them, “My dear brothers,” to  address a command of God forgotten by the community of believers, the church.

Take note of this as a reminder from God of things that you already almost forgotten. The message is addressed to all, not to some people or certain  category but all are included and there is no favoritism because they forgot the rule of God. Everyone should be: -
1- Quick to listen: Be willing to listen and process what you are listening. Big ears you should have to listen and don’t react or jump as you are listening.

2- Slow to speak: Listen and meditate on what you are hearing. Process the word and

season it before you open your mouth and speak. Listen and think, and before you open your mouth and speak link what you hear with other information. Process what

you are going to speak, marinated with prayers, asking God His council and  His wisdom.
3- Slow to become angry: Anger should not be the style of our lives. The Word of God did not say don’t be angry but, “Slow to become angry.” A  person with a constant anger reflects an inner problem in his personality and it can be a serious problem. It can be due to lack of patience which is one of the fruit of the Holy Spirit. Or the person is not willing to comply and do God’s will and perform God’s plan. Our anger it can be that we are fighting against God’s will and plans, therefore we found ourselves facing hard walls, closed doors and blind ended roads that we cannot penetrate. With such a background we will agree with the Word of God, “For man's anger does not bring about the righteous life that God desires.”
The desire of God for us is that we should have a real life and have it to the full. The Lord God had sent His Son the Lord Jesus Christ to save us from sin and death. Jesus was betrayed, suffered and died on the cross for our sins. He was buried and rose from the dead on the third day to give eternal life to everyone who believe in Him and follow His steps in his life. God did all that for us, and He does not  want us to live in anger; disobedience, impatience, doing our own and rebel against His will and plan.



Our talk, actions and decisions are God’s steps and actions, therefore it should be clear and clean from reactions, vengeance, retaliation, anger and paying evil back for evil. Our life style should not be based on pride, dignity or certain prestige that we love and adore more than God, but on humility so we can live in peace with God and in harmony with His plan and will.

What is recommended here is this: “21Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the Word planted in you, which can save you.” First, Get rid of all what belong to your sinful nature, wishes and dream that contradicts God’s will and plan. Second, humbly accept the Word of God,  His plan and what He ordains for you to do.   This is what He says and allocates  for you to save you from troubles and hardships.

“Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says.” This is the stage of action, God is interested with people who listen, obey and put into action. Christianity is not knowledge but lifestyle and deeds. You might be a long time believers in Christ, you go and come to church and listen to the Word of God and go home, but if you have no desire to be changed, and if you are not willing to be humble and take the decision and the step to follow the instructions of the Word and to be led by The Holy Spirit of God then your life will be of no use and of no fruit.

“But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it—he will be blessed in what he does.” This how our lives to be fruitful and this how we receive the freedom and victory in Christ Jesus our Lord. The Lord Jesus commanded  us,  “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey  everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.” (Matthew 28:19-20) Going and making disciples for Jesus it is like nurturing, nursing and raising up small children. It is a hard process, therefore if we are still in sin, anger, disobedience and un-loyal to God and to His plan for us,  impatience and brutal, then how we can raise true people and disciples to God.

My Dear and Beloved: The man who obey the will of God and humble himself and be willing to control his tongue and His anger and emotions is the man whom, “He will be blessed in what he does.” You will be the man whom God call to go on and do the work of God faithfully and God will give His care through you to the poor and needy, to the orphans and widows; you will be the one to bring to them the good news of God and you will be the vessel whom God will use to bring His love to the people as you agree to commit yourself to God and to pray:

My Prayer: Father God in heaven I come before you in the name of Jesus who died on the cross for my sins to give me eternal life. Lord I repent from my anger and all the rest of my wrong attitude and bad character. Lord cleanses me and  sanctifies me with the blood of Jesus and the work of The Holy Spirit in my life. Cleanse me to be clean and noble vessel that you want to use for your glory and to perform the great commission of yours, this is my prayer and desire in Christ name, Amen.
