Be Happy In the Right Way
“You who are young, be happy while you are young, and let your heart give you joy in the days of your youth. Follow the ways of your heart and whatever your eyes see, but know that for all these things God will bring you into judgment.” (Ecclesiastes 11:9-10)
Be happy: This is the command of God for us to live in happiness and gladness. God wants us to enjoy the blessings and all what He had prepared for us. Why God created man? Out of His love He created us, and out of His love for a fellowship God created man on His own image to have a fellowship with Him. So God wants us to enjoy the relationship, the fellowship and the friendship with Him. 

The Lord God endeavoured to keep the fellowship and that love with man. Even when man sinned and fell short of the glory of God, the Lord God did not forsake man, but He put forward the plan of man salvation. The Lord God sent His Son the Lord Jesus Christ to redeem man from sin and death. Jesus truly died on the cross for our sins. With Jesus and His work on the cross we can return to the Lord and restore our fellowship with him and enjoy life and be happy in His presence. Jesus said to His disciples and to us the following: “I no longer call you servants, because a servant does not know his master’s business. As God commanded man, “But you must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for when you eat from it you will certainly die.” (Genesis 2:17) One of the major things that will spoil life and bring suffering is when man chose to be involved in the things that God had prohibited him to have and to get involve.

Be happy while you are young: God gives us years to live to enjoy life and later on to be with Him forever in eternity, but we have to be careful not to choose sin and the worldly way of life as source for our pleasures; this will bring us destruction!
Follow the ways of your heart and whatever your eyes see, but know that for all these things God will bring you into judgment: While we are still on earth God had given us the freedom to follow Him or to disobey Him. God had given us His Word and His commands and He gave us clearly in His word the outcome of our choices. If we chose to obey then that will bring the blessings, but if we chose to disobey then curses will be there for us. 

This is the Judgment of God: “Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows.” (Galatians 6:7) God is directing us to do well and live our lives according to His will and plan. Now this is the truth: “Whoever sows to please their flesh, from the flesh will reap destruction; whoever sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life.” (Galatians 6:8) Every day and minute in our lives is our opportunity to sow a good seed so we will reap good things in the future. 
“A person can do nothing better than to eat and drink and find satisfaction in their own toil. This too, I see, is from the hand of God, for without him, who can eat or find enjoyment?” (Ecclesiastes 2:24-25) Many of people are not aware of the above fact. God had given you a job or a task that He wants you to do, you need to enjoy it because your job is the source of your living and God is providing for you good things through the job that He gave you. Are you enjoying your food? Are you enjoying cooking? Are you enjoying the life with your family? Are you enjoying your sleep? Are you enjoying your bible reading? Are you enjoying the life of prayer? Are you enjoying your relationship and fellowship with Jesus? All the above and you may add more are gift from God. “To the person who pleases him, God gives wisdom, knowledge and happiness, but to the sinner he gives the task of gathering and storing up wealth to hand it over to the one who pleases God.”   (Ecclesiastes 2:25) We really need to please God and live our lives for Him. Because happiness is from God, as well as wisdom and knowledge are also from God. He gives to us to enable to live our lives to the full. But to the person who is disobedient to Him, God had given him the task to work hard and to gather much and to store it, but he will not enjoy life and all what he labored because God will hand it over to the person who pleases Him.

“12 I know that there is nothing better for people than to be happy and to do good while they live. 13 That each of them may eat and drink, and find satisfaction in all their toil—this is the gift of God. 14 I know that everything God does will endure forever; nothing can be added to it and nothing taken from it. God does it so that people will fear him. 15 Whatever is has already been, and what will be has been before; and God will call the past to account.”          (Ecclesiastes 3:12-15) God is in consistent with His Word to us. All what God had done is perfect and all His commands are true. God will be going to judge every act of us and reward every one of us according to his conduct.
