God’s Intervention In Our Lives
“As for you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins, in  which you used to live when you followed the ways of this world and of the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in those who are disobedient. All of us also lived among them at one  time, gratifying the cravings of our sinful nature and following its desires and thoughts. Like the rest, we were by nature objects of wrath. But because of His great love for us, God, who is rich in   mercy,   made   us   alive   with   Christ   even   when   we   were   dead   in transgressions -- it is by grace you have been saved.  And God raised us up with Christ and seated us with Him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus, in order that in the coming ages He might show the incomparable riches of His grace, expressed in His kindness to us in Christ Jesus.  For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith -- and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God--not by works, so that no one can boast.  For we are God's workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.” (Ephesians 2: 1-10)
God’s love for us is great, beyond of what we imagine or think about.  It is easy and manageable to love lovely and kind people.  That is of no problem, every one can do that and there are many who reason why we can love lovely people; because lovely people can be easily loved.  But what about the wicked or the evildoers, they are so hard to deal with and difficult to handle.  But still to such kind of people like thieves,  prostitutes,  murderers, idolaters, adulterers, and others still God love them and in His mind there is a plan to reach them in order to bring them from darkness into the real life.

The word of God tells us the following:  “You see, at just the right time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly.  Very rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a good man someone might possibly dare to die.  But God demonstrates His own love for us in this:  While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.”  (Romans 5: 6-8)  Christ came to save sinners from sin and death.  He came to bring sinners back to God.  Christ died on the cross for our sins,  “For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for  the unrighteous, to bring you to God.  He was put to death in the body but made alive by the spirit.”  (1 Peter 3: 18)  Christ blood was shed on the cross for the forgiveness of our sins, “In fact, the law requires that  nearly everything be cleansed  with  blood,  and  without  the   shedding  of  blood  there  is  no forgiveness.”   (Hebrews 9: 22)
Jesus paid the price for our sins and He opened the way for us to be with the Lord our God forever.  God’s intervention in our lives is at three levels, and in all these three levels we need to have the proper response so we would be in God’ perfect will and plan.

1-  God’s sees our old life and He accepts us as we repent:  Whatever your sins and whatever you inequity, if you are willing to repent God would accept you.  There are people who came to Christ even with miserable history but God was willing to accept them.  The Bible speaks about impossible figures, but God had thought about them and gave them the opportunity to know Him.



In the Old Testament we have the example of the Rahab, the prostitute, how God chose her (Read Joshua chapter 2 in your bible).  In the New Testament we have the Samaritan woman (Read John chapter 4 in your bible) who was living with multiple men.   Also the woman who was  caught in adultery and brought to Jesus.   We have the example of  Mary Magdalene from whom seven  demons  Jesus  drove  out.
We  have  the  example  of  Saul  who persecuted and tried to destroy the church.  All those people they were great sinners.  But God thought about them and He sent His Son to save them.  The same is for you, even if you are far away from God, you need to know that God loves you and He is searching for you to bring you back to Him.
2-  God enters your life:  While you are still not aware and living in sin the Lord Jesus would enter your life.  Your living in sin and under the power of darkness will weaken you and gives you much hurts, struggles and problems. But the Lord will use all these situations to enter your  life.   He will reveal Himself to you in the mid of all your trials and sufferings.  He will give you His grace while you don't deserve it.   This  is how He shows His love to you. Salvation is by grace from God the Father and only through Jesus our Lord, “For it is by grace you have  been saved, through faith-and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God.”  (Ephesians 2: 8)  Jesus is the way and the truth and the Life, no one can come to God the Father except through Him. Salvation  is “Not by works, so that no one can boast.” (Ephesians 2: 9) Nothing you can do to be saved.  Your job is only to accept Jesus Christ and to follow Him as you read and obey His Word that is in this Bible.

3-   You are God's instrument to do the good work:  “For we are  God’s workmanship,  created  in  Christ  Jesus  to  do  good   works,   which  God prepared in advance for us to do.”   (Ephesians  2:10)   God saved you and created you in Christ Jesus to do the good work that He prepared for you to do.   You have been given eternal life for a purpose-to do God’s work.  You need not to entertain anything from the past life.  You cannot do the good work of God and you still have connection with sin and devil's work.  You must hate wickedness, and love righteousness.  You are accountable to God; He saved you to serve Him and follow His steps in your life.

My Dear and Beloved:   Commit yourself fully to God's grace.   Don't  resist God, leave your life of sin, and remember you have been bought for a prize, therefore honour God with your body.  “Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, as instruments of wickedness, but rather  offer yourselves to God, as those who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your body to Him as instruments of righteousness.”  (Romans 6:13)  As you agree to pray.
