“ 27 Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt thou mar the 

corners of thy beard.” 
(Leviticus 19:27 KJV) 

 

This command that God gave in His Word is not only about haircuts or shaving. The 

citizens, particularly the priests of the heathen nations who were around God’s people, were 

cutting the hair at the corners roundabout their heads and disfigured their beards in rituals 

to honor and worship their idols.

And the priests answered and said, It shall be unclean. 14 Then answered Haggai, and 

said, So is this people, and so is this nation before me, saith the LORD; and so is every 

work of their hands; and that which they offer there is unclean.” (Haggai 2:13-14 KJV) 

 

Apostle Paul instructed the Corinthians to stop doing heathen practices and not to be 

infected with their demons and idols, “17 Wherefore come out from among them, and be 

ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, 18 

And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord 

Almighty.” (2 Corinthians 6:17-18 KJV)
