The Holy Spirit
The  Lord  Jesus  Christ  before  His  suffering  and  death  on  the  cross  He prepared His disciples for that event. He explained to them that He must suffer and put to death but He will rise from the dead on the third day. “From that time on Jesus began to explain to his disciples  that he must go to Jerusalem  and suffer  many things at  the  hands of  the elders,  chief priests and teachers of the law, and  that he must be killed and on the third day be raised to life.” (Mathew 16:21) He also explained to them that He would ascend to heaven and be with God the Father.
His disciples grieved to hear that Jesus would leave them and go to heaven. But He assured them that this will be for their good, because when He will go, He will send them the Holy Spirit. “Now I am going to him who sent me, yet none of you asks me, `Where are you going?' Because I have said these things, you are filled with grief. But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Counselor will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you.” (John 16:5-7) The Counselor is the Holy Spirit that God the Father sent to us, to be with us for ever.  Jesus said, “I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come.” (John 16:12-13):
1-   The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of truth: There is no darkness or lies in the Holy Spirit.
2-   The Holy Spirit is the counselor: In this life many times you need to take certain decisions; you need to take the right  direction and the precise  step  and  for  that  you  need  to  take  the  right  advice  and counsel. Those who are elder than you  in  the Lord and who had experience the Lord in more deep  and more details you can go to them and ask a counsel. But when there is no one beside us, we can rely on the Holy Spirit who is the best counselor and He will give us the best advice but only in one condition, if we are in full obedience to God and to  His  Word. Otherwise if you are in disobedience don’t expect that you will receive such a privilege.
3-   The Holy Spirit He will not leave us as orphans: He will come to us: The orphan is the child with out parents; who live a difficult  life and somebody must care and look after him. In the same way if we are without God we are orphans. Jesus when He went to heaven He sent the Holy Spirit to replace Him on earth.  Jesus  is God and the Holy Spirit is God. So when we obey God and walk with Him the Holy Spirit is with us. We are not orphans; we have God the Father in Heaven, we have God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, on the Father right hand, and we have God  the  Holy Spirit with us and live inside us on this earth. So we are not alone, the Holy Spirit along the way with us.


4-   The Holy Spirit is the advocate: Advocate is the lawyer who  stands beside you and defend you. The Holy Spirit will do that for  our behalf as long as we obey God; He will defend us and speak on our behalf.
5-   The Holy Spirit is the Battle partner: In ancient time the soldiers of the same army when they are fighting the soldiers of the other army they face back to back to the same army soldiers so that their backs will be protected. The same is with you if you live in obedience to God and His commands, the Holy Spirit will be your battle partner. He will be at your back to protect you from the enemy that conspire and try to snap you at your back. If you obey God and pursue righteousness then goodness and love will follow you all the days of your life and you will live in the house of the Lord forever.
6-   The Holy Spirit will teach you and remind you: Jesus said, “All this I have spoken while still with you. But the Counselor, the  Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I have said to you.” (John 14:25-26) As you obey the Lord and His commands you will get other privileges of the Holy Spirit. You will receive the sound teaching of the Lord Jesus Christ and the anointing that guides you into all the truth. Jesus said, “I have much more to say to you,  more than you can now bear. But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is  yet to come.” (John 16:12-13) The more we are obedient the  more deep teachings and secrets from God we will receive. The Holy Spirit also will remind us of things we forget. He is our memory, He will remind us of things we need to do. You can pray and ask the Holy Spirit to remind you of all things that you need to be reminded of.
7-   The Holy Spirit will convict you of guilt, righteousness and judgment: “When he comes, he will convict the world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness  and  judgment:” (John  16:8)  Only  the  Holy  Spirit  can convict the people to repent. We can teach, explain and try to convince but only the Holy Spirit can convict sinners to repent. The Holy Spirit will convict you of righteousness; the right things that you need to do and follow. He will convict you of the incoming judgment to those who disobey God and His Word so you will take heed.
My Dear and Beloved: From this day on start to live a holy life, pursue holiness and start to obey God and ask the Holy Spirit to live in you, guide you and lead you where you need to go as you agree to pray.
My Prayer: Father God, I come before you in the name of Jesus who died on the cross for my sins, who was buried but rose from the dead on the third day to give me eternal life. Lord guides me to the all truth. I invite you Holy Spirit to live in me and guide me and lead me to walk with you and to do  what is right. This is my prayer in Jesus name, Amen.
