
We Ought To Believe; Jesus Is God 
 
“ If you really knew me, you would know my Father as well, from now on, you do know Him and 
have seen him. “Philip said, ‘Lord show us the Father and that will be enough for us.’ Jesus 
answered: ‘Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time? 
Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father? Don’t you 
believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in me? The words I say to you are not just my 
own. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is doing His work. Believe me when I say that I am 
in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least believe on the evidence of the miracles 
themselves.” John 14:7-11 
 
A man was newly hired to a big company, and one man came to teach him how to do things. He 
referred every instruction he gave as from the director of the company, explained the rules and ways 
of the company and spoke much about its objectives, targets and goals. This man made everything 
easy for the newly hired worker to cope with the new position. His teachings sustained and enabled 
him to be a worthy and productive staff. He directed him how to approach or deal with different types 
of customers, and how to handle projects or solve hurdles and problems. He taught him how to speak 
and forward requirements and requests to the director by verbal or written requests with great honour 
given to the director. He demonstrated great love not only to the new staff but to everyone and to 
every person he came in contact with. His instruction kept everyone in the company to stand firm on 
their feet. Indeed, this man was a very good example! But one day he declared, “Now I’m going to 
leave you. I need to be back to the director’s office where I belonged. But I will send you another 
person to remind you about the instructions you learned from me.” The enigma was solved when it 
was known that this same man is the director of that big company. 
 
God is Spirit or unseen. He is the Creator, Omnipotent (all-powerful), Omniscient (all- knowing), 
Omnipresent (all-where present), and Immutable (unchanging) God. But it is been God’s plan and 
purpose to live among His people. “I will put my dwelling -place among you, and I will not abhor 
you. I will walk among you and be your God, and you will be my people. (Leviticus 26:11-12) 
 
In the beginning of the book of Genesis after creation, God was with Adam and Eve in the garden of 
Eden. “Then the man and His wife heard the sound of the Lord God as He was walking in the 
garden in the cool of the day.” (Genesis 3:8a) But after the fall of man into sin the fellowship 
between God and human was broken. Man banished from the presence of God and his efforts through 
all the world’s religions were useless to reach God. But God Himself made the way possible for that 
fellowship to be restored again. He clothed Himself with human flesh and become the Son, named 
Jesus. God came down from Heaven in human form. “The word became flesh and made His 
dwelling among us.” (John 1:14) The word here denotes God. This word of God clothed by human 
flesh became Jesus, meaning God who came to save us. God came down from heaven to earth, to a 
lower position. Why did He come? He came to show the right way of living. The same reason for the 
director in the above story who came down from his office just to teach his employees the right ways 
to do things for a better and harmonious company and relationship among them. 
 
The appearance of  God as man is also mentioned in the Old Testament in famous stories and different 
reasons. An example is in Genesis 32:22-30, when God appeared as a man to Jacob. Another event is 
in the book of Judges 6:34, “Then the Spirit of the Lord came upon Gideon, and blew the 

trumpet, summoning the Abiezrites to follow him.” The literal meaning of the Hebrew in this verse 
is that the Spirit of the Lord clothed Himself with Gideon. So God revealed Himself through Gideon. 
The word of God came down from heaven, clothed himself with flesh, born and was named Jesus. He 
is the Son, and God is the Father. Jesus is hundred percent human and hundred percent God. Why is 
Jesus called the Son? Because part of Him belongs to God the Father. Why is God called the Father? 
Because part of the Son belongs to Him. These clearly reflect their relationship, unity in purpose, plan, 
and will.  
 
Jesus dwelt among human and taught men the way for a blessed and eternal life. Jesus became the 
sacrifice and the atonement for men’s sin when He died on the cross. After His resurrection from 
death, He ascended into heaven. However, He fulfilled His promise, “I will not leave you as 
orphans; I will come to you.” (John 14:18) “All this I have spoken while still with you. But the 
counsellor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and 
will remind you of everything I have said to you.” (John 14:25-26) Jesus left to heaven but the 
Holy Spirit came down among God’s people, and remains to minister and fulfil the purpose of God to 
man. “And afterwards, I will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters will 
prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions.” (Joel 2:28) 
 
The chosen passages for this week show an area of doubts that the disciples of Jesus were in. The 
same is applicable to some of us today, having doubt about Jesus being the Son, and God being the 
Father but equally God. Jesus answered to us in this: “ I tell you the truth, the Son can do nothing 
by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because  whatever the Father does the 
Son also does.” (John 5:19) 
 
“A nyone who has seen me has seen the Father. The words I say to you are not just my own. 
Rather, it is the father, living in me, who is doing His work. Believe me when I say that I am in 
the Father and the Father is in me; or at least believe on the evidence of the miracles 
themselves.” Jesus declared that God the Father is in Him. The great miracles that Jesus did on earth 
like raising the dead, healing the sick, opening the eyes of the blind, etc.; these miracles were not done 
by Him alone but rather by God the Father who is in Him. 
 
Jesus also declared: “I and the Father are one.” (John 10:30) But the people did not understand. 
They wanted to stone Him. “Again  the Jews picked up stones to stone Him, but Jesus said to 
them, “I have shown you many great miracles from the Father. For which of these do you stone 
me. ‘We are not stoning for any of these,’ replied the Jews, ‘but for the blasphemy, because you, 
a mere man, claim to be God.” (John 10:31-33) Jesus spoke the truth. He is God. But lots of people 
do not believe. Thomas, one of the disciples but a doubter said: “ Unless I see the nail marks in his 
hands and put my finger where the nails were, and put my hand into his side, I will not believe 
it.” (John 20:25b) When Jesus appeared to him, he declared: “My L ord and My God.” (John 20:28) 
 
My dear and beloved: This message tackled a crucial aspect of God’s concern toward man. If you 
understand and accept Jesus as God, His love, mercy, compassion, and faithfulness to you would be so 
real. Invite Him to live in you because He loves you! 
 
My Prayer: Father God I come before you in the name of Jesus who died on the cross for my sins to 
give me eternal life. Lord I believe and open my heart to Jesus who died on the cross for my sins and 
rose from the dead on the third day to give me eternal life. Lord Jesus come enter my life and heart 
and be the Lord over my life and lead me in the way that you wants me to be and teach me more of 
your ways, this is my prayer in Jesus name Amen.
