burdened when he heard that, “Those who
survived the exile and are back in the
province are in great trouble and disgrace.
The wall of Jerusalem is broken down, and
its gates have been burned with fire.”
(Nehemiah 1:3)

He was in pain because Jerusalem was his
city and where his fathers are buried. When
heard the bad news about Jerusalem, his
sorrows and pain drove him to pray, fast and
repent and confess the people’s sin. When the
Lord saw his response to what he heard and
his zeal for Jerusalem and for the work and
the people of God, the Lord granted him a
vision to rebuild the wall around Jerusalem
and put the gates so that no more the people
and the city will be in the position of abuse.

The Lord as well as moved the heart of the
king of Persia to release him in order to do
this mission work and provided for him the
needful things for this purpose.

When Sanballat the Horonite and Tobiah
the Ammonite official heard about this, they
were very much disturbed that someone had
come to promote the welfare of the
Israelites: Those they were the people who
were taking advantage of the people of God
and taking the advantage of the broken walls
and the lack of gates. They were the
corrupted system that feed on the blood of

people by the means of taxation, bribes,
usury, etc. Therefore the vision that was
given by God to Nehemiah was to
combat such corrupted system and turn
the tables and will give the upper hand to
the Jews.

Those people who got disturbed because
of Nehemiah vision they are Devil
coworkers who hate that the people of
God get well protected and prosper.

The same here today if God is moving to
help you by sending someone to correct
you and build your life in accord to
God’s word, the Devil will be upset and
will use those who serve him to disturb
you and try to oppose you and stop the
revival that is going on in your life.

Therefore stand firm and know that your
deliverance is near, trust God and the
man of God that the Lord had sent to
help you to get delivered.
