O Sovereign LORD, my strong deliverer, who 

shields my head in the day of battle: King 

David was praying earnestly to God to 

deliver him and save him from the hands of 

the evil doers. They were raging a war 

against him, so he invited the Lord to face 

and battled against the enemy. 

 

David prayed and asked the Lord the 

following: 

 

Do not grant the wicked their 

desires, O LORD: That is a biblical 

prayer that the Lord should not grant 

the wicked and the evil doers theirs 

wicked and evils desires. The wicked 

will desire to do bad and boastful 

things, so why the Lord should grant 

them their evil desires!  

 

The word of God says the following: 
“Delight yourself in the LORD and he will 

give you the desires of your heart.”     

(Psalm 37:4) As people will delight in the 

Lord, then the Lord will give them their 

heart’s desires. But if they are unwilling to 

delight in the Lord and instead they delight 

in doing evil, then the Lord should not 

grant them their hearts’ desires. 

 

O LORD; do not let their plans 

succeed, or they will become proud: 

This is a biblical prayer as well. The 

plans of the wicked shall not succeed 

because the more they will become proud 

and that will encourage them more to do 

evil and wicked things against God and 

against the people.   

 

Certain times we need to be wise also in 

our prayers. Certain people we need to 

put them in a special way in the hands of 

the Lord so He will be the one to deal 

with them and humble them in a proper 

way. 

 

Those who do not want to comply with 

God’s word and will, we should stand 

with God in prayer, we need to pray that 

God should oppose and break their pride 

so it will be easy for them to repent.
