“Blows and wounds cleanse
away evil, and beatings purge
the inmost being.”

(Proverbs 20:30)

Blows and wounds cleanse away evil!
Oh dear how that is possible?

That is true and on this the basis of
punishment is build on. The purpose of
punishment is not to harm but to remove
evil and to correct the person.

According to God’s word in the Old
Testament: the rod of discipline for the
small kids to be corrected, flogging for
the punishment of the adult and death
by stoning for the criminals.

All the above include beating and
causing wounds. And they have the
following effects:

1- Cleanse away evil: It moves away
evil thoughts and foolish behaviors.
Pain will bring the person the desire to
quit doing evil and to give up the evil
footholds in his life. Those evil
footholds are invitations for evil spirits
and demonic work to be in his life. So
beating and painful punishing wounds
can be a way ultimately to drive out
demons.

2- Beatings purge the inmost being: It
cleanses the person totally from inside
and makes him a clean vessel that can
be used for the Lord.

Paul mentioned to the Church of
God at Corinth the following:
“What do you prefer? Shall I come
to you with a whip, or in love and
with a gentle spirit?” (1Corinthians
4:21) | am not sure if Paul used the
whip with the church at Corinth, but
I am sure that using whip was one of
the options in front of Paul to
discipline the rebellious in that
church.

Love must sometimes wield a rod,
ready to chastise and rebuke, to
cleanse the person and prepare him
to be the person that God wants him
to be.

Accidents, fallings, traumas and
trials that we may pass through in
life, they might be God’s way for us
to be discipline, corrected and
cleansed from sins.
