A gift given in secret soothes anger: 

Giving is one of the things that the 

Lord had placed in our hands to do. 

We use our minds to think of what 

we have in our hands and how it can 

be used to be shared in giving to 

others 

 

The word of God tell us the 

following: “
17 

Do not repay anyone 

evil for evil. Be careful to do what is 

right in the eyes of everybody. 
18 

If 

it is possible, as far as it depends on 

you, live at peace with everyone. 
19 

Do not take revenge, my friends, 

but leave room for God’s wrath, for 

it is written: “It is mine to avenge; I 

will repay,”
 
says the Lord. 

20 
On the 

contrary: “If your enemy is hungry, 

feed him; if he is thirsty, give him 

something to drink. In doing this, 

you will heap burning coals on his 

head.” (Romans 12:17-20) We learn 

from that not to revenge or try to do 

harm to those who did evil against 

us, but instead to give them 

something to eat and drink to calm 

down their anxieties and their anger. 

They would probably be ashamed of 

their wrongdoing against us and 

then might repent and stop harming 

us and will give us back what is due 

for us.  

And a bribe concealed in the 

cloak pacifies great wrath: Now 

here it does mean that God and 

the word of God justifies bribe. 

We also don’t justify practicing 

bribe.  

 

What he mean with a bribe here 

is to give something to your 

enemy who withhold your rights 

and what is due for you, so that 

their wrath and anger against 

you will be lessened and their 

insecure feeling will be dealt 

with. That will make it easy for 

them to release back to you what 

is due for you and what rights 

they had hold back from you. 

 

This of course should be 

practiced wisely and only in 

certain occasion when the Holy 

Spirit lead us and confirmed with 

what the Word of God instruct us 

to do.
