1- To fear the LORD your God: 

Fearing God is to acknowledge 

God’s presence and not to do things 

you know very well it is wrong and 

sin and  against His will. 
 

2- To walk in all his ways: Humble 

down and submit yourself fully to 

God’s will and walk faithfully in His 

ways. Don’t do your own; but listen 

and obey and do what the Lord is 

asking from you to do 

 

3- To love him: Show your true love 

and affection toward Him by 

obeying and abiding with all His 

commands. 

 

4- To serve the LORD your God with 

all your heart and with all your 

soul: Start from now on to serve 

God. Don’t be selfish and stop 

thinking of yourselves. Put God 

first in your priority and be 

faithful in serving Him. 

  

5- To observe the LORD’s 

commands and decrees that I 

am giving you today for your 

own good: Be diligent in 

observing all the commands and 

decrees of God. Continually read 

your bible and seek God and He 

will reveal to you His word and 

His will and what He wants you 

to know and to do. Please listen 

and obey and abide to all the 

teaching that you are receiving.
