9

10 

Our days may come to seventy 

years, or eighty, if our strength 

endures; yet the best of them are 

but trouble and sorrow, for they 

quickly pass, and we fly away.” 
 

In God there is no favouritism; 

always sin brings God’s wrath and 

always righteousness exalts a 

nation. But in certain occasion we 

find certain nation are doing evil 

but still God’s wrath is not there. 

You need to be sure that they will 

not go unpunished. May be God is 

just patient giving them chance to 

repent but finally He will deal with 

them, “You will only observe with 

your eyes and see the punishment 

of the wicked.”
