3)  The vile:  The evildoers those who 
delight to do evil. 

4)  The sexual immoral:  Who 
abuse their bodies sexually with 
people not their partners.  
5)  Those who practice Magic arts:  
Those who use the power of Devil to 
do false miracles.  
7)  The idolaters:  Those who 
worship idols made of stone, wood, 
silver, gold, etc. 
8) The Liars:  Those who speaks 
and use lies to pursue their lives and 
conducts.  
 
So be careful, check yourself, if you 
are still part of one of the above 
categories, be earnest and repent 
quickly; the Lord may come at any 
time, so you will not miss Him.
