Therefore
love sacrificially; always giving, trusting
God that He will give you back more.
And love unconditionally, trusting God
that He can change even those that you
don’t like and make their characters
acceptable to Him.

3- break up your unplowed ground; for
it is time to seek the LORD: The
unplowed ground is hard and cannot be
planted and yield the desirable fruit
unless it is plowed. Our spiritual life
need to be plowed to become fruitful as
we decide to seek the Lord. Seeking the
Lord would have dramatic changes over
our lives, and will bring to us God’s
approval and His satisfaction in what He
want to see in our lives. Seeking God
bring us to the real repentance and
would show us the whole truth so we
would be completely delivered from sin
and live in the perfect pleasing and good
will of God.
